Edsel Bryant Ford was born on
November 6, 1893 and was a child of the
automotive age. The sound track of his
early years was filled with the now
familiar chug-chug of the automobile
engine that Henry tested in the kitchen
of their family home. Edsel was not
quite three when he rode in Henry
Ford’s first car on June 4, 1896.

Edsel was interested in the styling and
making of automobiles from an early
age. During his years at the Detroit
University school, he wrote papers about
automobiles and their manufacture.
After school he worked in the offices of
the Ford Motor Company carrying the
mail and learning how cars were made.
In 1912, after completing his schooling,
he chose to work for his father rather
than go onto college as he could learn
more about the automobile as an
apprentice.

Edsel was primarily responsible for the
business side f the company, sales,
purchasing and advertising, which
allowed Henry to concentrate on the
engineering side. He encouraged Ford’s
participation in events such as the

World’s Fairs of the 1930's and
constantly emphasized quality and
service as prime factors in Ford sales.

Although a successful executive for the
Ford Motor Company, Edsel's real
contribution to the Company and the
automobile industry was his belief that
an automobile could be beautiful as well
as useful. One of his first concepts to
blend comfort, grace and beauty became
the Model T Torpedo Runabouit.

In terms of engineering contributions,
Edsel can be credited with the
installation of hydraulic brakes, a six
cylinder engine to sell along with the
famous Ford V8, and the development of
safety glass. His greatest contribution
was his ability to combine the artistry of
custom design with the functional
requirements of mass production.

Unfortunately, Edsel died on May 26,
1943 , Ford Motor Company lost a true
leader whose vision and energy had held
the company firm.

Feel free to play around with different
herbs fro basil and thyme, 1 like to use
oregano or cilantro as well.

In a medium bowl combine the ground

beef with the ketchup, basil, thyme, salt,

Worcestershire, hot sauce, and pepper.

Grill the patties over Direct Heat until
done, turning once. During the last
minute of grilling, place a slice of cheese
on each patty to melt. Also, grill the
buns cut side down until toasted.
